The 2026 Youth to Washington program contest is now open for high school sophomores and juniors! 
Four local students will be selected to win a week-long tour of Washington, D.C to visit with legislators and 
experience our nation's history. Students must complete a short-answer application. Based on applications, up to 
34 students will be selected to attend Youth Day in Springfield on March 25th where they will meet with 
legislators at the State Capitol. At the end of the day, students will compete in an interview process. Four 
winners will be selected. Winners will travel to Washington, D.C. on June 15-22 with other students from 
Illinois.  Students can apply at this link: https://adamselectric.coop/community/youth/youthtowashington/ 
Applications are due by February 17, 2025. Students who submit a completed application by February 6 will be 
eligible to win a $25 prepaid debit card. 
 

**SCHOLARSHIP INFO:  Seniors are emailed all scholarship information and applications!  

• Adams Telephone Co-Operative is pleased to partner with the Foundation for Rural Services (FRS) to offer our 

cooperative members children the opportunity to apply for a $3,000 scholarship, with FRS funding $2,000 of the 

scholarship and Adams supplying the remaining $1,000. Qualified applicants will also automatically be entered to 

win one of two $1,000 Adams scholarships in the event we do not have a national FRS Scholarship winner from 

our area. These scholarships are available to students for the student’s first year of college or vocational school. 
All applicants require sponsorship by an NTCA – the Rural Broadband Association company (Adams Telephone 

Co-Operative) to be eligible and must meet the following eligibility requirements. 

o Must be a graduating high school senior 

o Have at least a C grade point average 

o Be accepted to an accredited 2-year or 4-year college, university, or vocational-technical school 

 **Must live in a household in one of the following exchanges with telephone service provided by Adams                                        

Telephone Co-Operative. These exchanges are Augusta (392), Chambersburg (327), Coatsburg/Paloma (455), Fishhook 

(338), Golden/LaPrairie (696), Hersmann (289), Lima (985), Loraine (938), Mendon (936), Meyer (647), Mindale (667), 

Plymouth (458), and Ursa (964).**Scholarship applications will only be accepted online on Kaleidoscope and are due 

Friday, February 14,     2026.

• The Wiewel Student Support Scholarship was created to support high school juniors and seniors who are working 

hard but may need extra help with everyday life expenses. This scholarship recognizes that success in school is 

influenced by more than academics alone.  Applications must be submitted by February 27th, 2026. Juniors and 

seniors received an email with more information, as well as the link to apply.  

• UFC Foundation is offering four $1,000 scholarships. These scholarships are one year in length and are open to 

all active common stockholders or the spouse, the child, or the grandchild of an active common stockholder who 

will enroll or is currently pursuing higher education. The expected degree is not limited to agriculture. All monies 

awarded will be made payable to the winner’s respective school. Scholarships are eligible for all high school 
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seniors and can only be awarded once per student for any educational expense. The selection process will occur in 

March, and winners will be announced in April. Applications are due March 1, 2026. 

• The CBAI Foundation for Community Banking offers 24 scholarships to top Illinois high-school seniors 

statewide each year. The scholarship awards available this year by the Foundation total $21,500. 

These scholarship awards help deserving students highlight the importance of community banking to 

the local economy.
