e The Wiewel Student Support Scholarship was created to support high school juniors and seniors who are working
hard but may need extra help with everyday life expenses. This scholarship recognizes that success in school is
influenced by more than academics alone. Applications must be submitted by February 27th, 2026. Juniors and
seniors received an email with more information, as well as the link to apply.
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UFC Foundation is offering four $1,000 scholarships. These scholarships are one year in length and are open to
all active common stockholders or the spouse, the child, or the grandchild of an active common stockholder who
will enroll or is currently pursuing higher education. The expected degree is not limited to agriculture. All monies
awarded will be made payable to the winner’s respective school.
