o Personal Statement = 1 page statement stating the reasons why you are applying and your plans for the
future - upload document named: Personal Statement

Other Important Information:

o Winners of the Dual Credit Scholarships will receive an email. The email will be sent to the email you
stated on your application, telling you what to do as the Winner of the Scholarship. You will be sent a
link to complete the Payment Form.

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e Scholarship checks will be made payable to the winner and John Wood Community College Financial
Aid Office. Detailed instructions will be provided to the winners.

e Scholarship funds must be used withing the next academic school year (2026-2027). If the
scholarship funds are not utilized within the next academic school year (2026-2027), the funds will be
awarded to another applicant.
