Need money to go to college? The Panther Pride Foundation for Central Schools has scholarships
available for Central High School Seniors. The PPF scholarship application is only available for
completion at www.pantherpride.org. Click on the SCHOLARSHIPS tab, then the Senior
Scholarship Application on the pop-down menu. Your application must have: Transcript from Central
High School, Letter of Recommendation, Personal Statement, and Resume. For certain scholarships, a
short essay, or a personal letter may be required. All essays must be written entirely by the

e The Illinois Sheriffs' Association will be awarding over $58,000 in college scholarships throughout the State of
[llinois to students wishing to pursue higher education during the 2026-2027 academic year. The scholarships are
to be applied to tuition, books, and fees only. The student must be enrolled full-time at a certified institution of
higher learning, full-time. Online learning is also acceptable. Sheriff Anthony Grootnens, Adams County, will be
awarding two scholarships in the amount of $500 each. Applicants must be permanent Illinois residents and be
enrolled as a full-time student during the 2026-2027 school year (excluding summer session). Students must
complete the application, answer the essay question, and return all documentation to the Sheriff's office in their
permanent county of residence by March 13, 2026 (must be postmarked by this date).
