e The Rich and Pam Futhey Scholarship Fund was established to encourage graduates of Central High
School to pursue careers in the trades. Eligible applicants are graduates who plan to attend an
accredited post-secondary institution, with priority given, in order, to those pursuing diesel mechanics,
auto mechanics, HVAC, or electrical trades, followed by medical or law enforcement careers.
Recipients of the scholarship should demonstrate a strong work ethic and the potential to become
successful employees. Applications are due by March 9, 2026
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The Illinois Sheriffs' Association will be awarding over $58,000 in college scholarships throughout the State of
[llinois to students wishing to pursue higher education during the 2026-2027 academic year. The scholarships are
to be applied to tuition, books, and fees only. The student must be enrolled full-time at a certified institution of
higher learning, full-time.
