**SCHOLARSHIP INFO**: 
Seniors are emailed all scholarship information and applications! 

 
• The Lawton Endowment Fund Scholarship is offering a scholarship to high school seniors attending a private, 

accredited college or university in the US and abroad. To be eligible to apply, you must live in the following 

townships in Adams County: Lima, Keene, Houston and Northeast. Applications must be mailed and received by 

March 31, 2026. 

 

• The J.L. Wade Foundation Scholarship is a one-year, up to $5,000 scholarship administered by the 

J.L. Wade Foundation. Priority is given to students who will be pursuing degrees to promote the 

study of nature and the preservation of the environment and supporting studies related to nature 

(e.g. ag science, atmospheric science, coastal zone management, environmental chemistry and 

toxicology, environmental health, environmental law, fisheries management and conservation, 

marine biology, etc.) The scholarship will assist those seeking to obtain the benefits of a college 

education.  Applications must be postmarked or received by the Wade Foundation on or 

before March 31, 2026.
