Seniors are emailed all scholarship information and applications! 

• The Tri-State Desk and Derrick Club invites all high school graduates who will be 

attending a TECHNICAL OR TRADE SCHOOL to apply to their scholarship. 

          Minimum Requirements: 

• Must be a U.S. Citizen 

• Must have a career goal in the natural gas or oil industry 

• No age restriction as long as applicant has a high school diploma, GED, or high school 

transcript showing completion through homeschooling 

• Must be an Indiana, Illinois or Kentucky resident OR a student attending, or planning 

to attend an accredited Indiana, Illinois or Kentucky technical or trade school 

• Applications are due TODAY.
